To competitively design and price a development for the State of Arizona
that provided for an economical rent basis over a long-term lease, with
the right of ownership reverting to the State at the end of the lease term.

STRATEGY

and construction. Tax-exempt financing was sought to provide the lowest
cost of funds rate to meet the State’s need to maintain an economical
rent basis through the term of the lease. Displacement of existing surface
parking was thoroughly evaluated, and temporary solutions were defined.
This was critical to the State as construction took place during the height
of their legislative sessions.

Trammell Crow Company was awarded the contract to develop the
project, which consisted of a five-story 170,000sf office building and a
